Public and private water agencies within the Metropolitan
service area are eligible to apply for water recycling,
groundwater recovery and seawater desalination projects

that have not started construction. Applications must be
made through the respective Metropolitan member agency.

NEW PROJECTS

- New projects must offset existing or future demands on
imported water supplies and include construction of new
substantive treatment or distribution facilities.

PROJECTS WITH LONG SCHEDULES

- Projects with long ramp-up schedules will be addressed
in phases. Member agencies will be required to apply for
each phase separately as each phase is poised for timely
construction or operation.

EXPANSION OF EXISTING PROJECTS

+ Expansion of an existing project will be evaluated for
eligibility on a case-by-case basis. The project must
produce water above the existing annual production.
