The reserve
is home to at least 31 sensitive,
endangered or threatened California bird,

The 5.9-mile North Hills Trail

offers views of the reserve and
surrounding vistas, linking existing and
planned trail networks that minimize
environmental impacts. The trail
connects two 5-acre trailheads at the
northwest and northeast ends of the
lake. The west trailhead offers a picnic
area and 50 large parking spaces for
vehicles and horse trailers, as well as
overflow parking. Water for horses is

available at the west trailhead.
